8. Ladies Auxiliary is making flower arrangements for placement on ~34 Union graves.  They are raffling a print of D. T. Chamberlain to raise money.
9. Gary Casteel has requested that we start the monument project work and he is ready to insert this work in between other commissions.  The contract was presented and discussed.  At the motion of K. Rowlette the decision to proceed was delayed until January so that the contract could be examined by legal counsel.  This was to make sure the officers of the Camp are not liable personally for any unpaid balances on the contract. The vote was by majority; not unanimous.
10. A Civil War Ball is scheduled for the James River Convention Center on March 8 with the 2nd Carolina Band providing the music.  More info later from K. Rowlette.
11. Brother Greg Martin was voted into membership and will be officially installed as a member at the January meeting.  We have added 3 members, 1 dual member, and this member=5.
