1. The meeting was called to order by Comdr. Mark Day with pledge of allegiance.  Opening prayer by Chaplain Kevin Shroyer.
2. Treasurer report: current balance of $7011.75; $5007.66 is earmarked for POW and $1,560.00 for 54th PA monuments leaving balance of $577.09 in the discretionary fund.   

3. No minutes of 7/11/2009; picnic at Casteel’s home deemed a success.

4. Report of distressed brothers; Campbell Guards camp lost a brother in MVA; Gary Casteel’s Sister in Law died; Kenny Rowlette’s daughter having C-section baby today.

5. PI Tim Ake gave a presentation on US Grant’s focus and unsuccessful capture of Lynchburg.
6. Taylor-Wilson Camp through the efforts of Comdr. Day was able to get National SUVCW to donate $1500 to the LU National Chaplain’s Museum.  Cmdr. Day gave a report on the National Encampment.
7. Cmdr. Day has elected to undertake commissioning of a medal for sale to raise money for the POW monument.  The cost will be about $4/medal and sell for $15 to $20.  $130 in preorders has already been collected.
8. Gary Casteel has requested that we start the monument project work and he is ready to insert this work in between other commissions.  The total monument project is estimated at $225K.  Some discussion was held on the need to get a written contract and to have piecemeal targets for the monument’s completion in a smaller scale if we are unsuccessful in collecting the entire amount.  Rep. Goode has said no federal funding is available.  Also, we still need a firm commitment from E. C. Glass to place the monument on the school property.  A fall-back plan is for placement in Miller Park if not on the school grounds.

9. Ladies Auxiliary is going to raffle a Trionni print to raise money for the monument and have already sent us a $70 donation.

10. Brother Ryan Brown was officially installed as a member at this meeting.

11. Sat. November 28th is date set for Adam Fulton (Dixon Cemetery) and Yankee Pete grave dedications
12. Sat October 10th date for cemetery cleanup with Campbell Guards at Grace Restaurant.

13. Two Civil War Trails markers are planned (cost $1700) for E. C. Glass to interpret the POW site and one at Grace Restaurant for interpretation of the Scott/Barksdale House and its role in the battle of Lynchburg.
